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(Luke 24:25-27) 

 

Introduction  
 

It is amazing to watch Godôs plan unfold 

before our very eyes. We sometimes do not 

know or understand the ends and outs of 

every detail that God has outlined for us, but 

if we through faith and patience wait for the 

promises of God we will certainly not be 

disappointed. God lead Moses and the Israel-

ites as far as they could comprehend, the 

edge of the Red Sea; and with mountains to 

the east and west, and Pharaohôs army pursu-

ing behind the people of God could do noth-

ing but wait on the Lord. Sometimes after we 

have done everything we have understood to 

do in God, we too must simply wait. Godôs 

plan for us will be revealed in due time and 

season, but we have to trust Him completely. 

The book of Proverbs tells us, ñWisdom is 

the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: 

and with all thy getting get understand-

ing.ò (Prov 4:7 KJV) In patience the will of 

the Lord will be revealed in our lives, and we 

will understand it all, by and by.  

 
 The Gospel of Luke, in its unique presen-

tation explores the great truths of Christ.  In 

its literary prose, Luke writes in story like 

fashion to tell the journey of Christ from 

introduction to resurrection.  Luke carefully 

explores the storyline of Christ with distinc-

tive detail, placing Jesus correctly in a his-

torical setting.  This deliberate approach al-

lows the reader to see and understand the 

human component of our Lord and Savior, 

allowing the reader also to identify with the 

heartfelt mission of Christ, ñto seek and save 
that which was lost.ò Luke Chapter 24 places 

Jesus after the crucifixion on the blessed day 

of His resurrection. The gospel of Matthew 

accounts ña great earthquakeò as the angel of 

the Lord came and rolled away the stone 

from the entrance to the sepulcher. Together 

the four gospels combined compositely tell 

the order of events of Jesus resurrection.  

 

 Jesus is seen respectively first by Mary 

Magdalene, Mary the mother of James also 
with the other women bearing spices; then to 

Peter later that afternoon, and here to the 

men on their way to Emmaus that evening.  

Everyone in acquaintance with Jesus are puz-

zled by the findings of the empty tomb de-

spite the proclamation of the angel at the 

grave site, and the assurance Christ Himself 
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ñWisdom is the principal thing; 

therefore get wisdom: and with all 

thy getting get understanding.ò  
(Prov 4:7 KJV)  



told them of His resurrection.  Here in the 

context of Luke 24, Jesus appears alongside 

the two brethren on their way into the coun-

try side; however Jesus is not recognized by 

either of them. The two men are desponded 
at the recent turn of events surrounding the 

crucifixion of Christ. Their expectation of 

Christ redeeming Israel and restoring them to 

the prominence it once had under David and 

Solomon was dashed because of His death on 

Calvary. As Jesus listened to the two breth-

ren ponder over what they thought Christ to 

be, Jesus speaks up about Himself and begins 

to teach them everything in scripture con-

cerning the Christ. 

 

 

Unbelief 
 

Unbelief is the one thing that can disconnect 

our relationship with Go. It is essentially 

faith that initiates the onset of our relation-

ship with God; and whenever the cords of 

our faith towards Him is weakened or loos-
ened our relationship with God suffers be-

cause of unbelief. Unbelief takes on a multi-

tude of meanings especially when it comes to 

our relationship with God; the word itself 

from the etymological root denotes distrust 

and is the antithesis of faith. The Word of 

God teaches us in the book of Hebrews, it is 

impossible to please God without faith, ñBut 

without faith it is impossible to please him: 

for he that cometh to God must believe that 

he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that 
diligently seek him.ò (Heb 11:6 KJV) As it 

clearly states when one comes to God, we 

must first believe or have faith that He exist; 

this again is the initial contact we have with 

God, we first experience His love and we 

respond to Him by faith. The Apostle John 

states it this way, ñFor God so loved the 

world, that he gave his only begotten Son, 

that whosoever believeth in him should not 

perish, but have everlasting life.ò (John 3:16 

KJV) Godôs love is expressed to us first 

through Jesus Christ, but we initially do not 

respond with reciprocated love but rather 

faith. Again without faith not only is it im-

possible to please God, but it is impossible to 

have a relationship with God. We must real-

ize that it is the focal point of our existence 
to build upon the expressed love of Jesus 

Christ that our faith in Him be strengthened 

to the point that unbelief is no longer an op-

tion in our lives. It is however the adversaries 

goal to dislodge our unity with God, and by 

doing so he attacks our faith to the point we 

distrust God. When God speaks in precepts 

and promise, distrust involves an element of 

disobedience; and disobedience to the ex-

pressed will and commandment of God is 

sin. So that when we do not trust God and 

believe in His word, we are essentially walk-
ing in disobedience and sin.  

 

 

 The example of this concerning Israel and 

their unbelief to God concerning the Prom-
ised Land is clearly seen in the book of He-

brews. Hebrews states, ñWhile it is said, To 

day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your 

hearts, as in the provocation. For some, when 

they had heard, did provoke: howbeit not all 

that came out of Egypt by Moses. But with 

whom was he grieved forty years? was it not 

with them that had sinned, whose carcases 

fell in the wilderness? And to whom sware 

he that they should not enter into his rest, but 

to them that believed not? So we see that 

they could not enter in because of unbe-
lief.ò (Heb 3:15-19 KJV) Israel at this time 

forfeited the blessing and promise of God 

because they simply could not believe and 

trust His Word. Godôs supreme claim is to be 

trusted to command only what is right, and to 

promise only what is true. It is however dis-

tinctly in the nature of mankind to distrust 
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ñIf thou canst believe, all things 

are possible to him that believ-

eth.ò (Mark 9:23 KJV)
